740 Minutes

741 Matters Arising
a. Fly Tipping
The Chaiman reported that the village appeared to be less bothered by fly tipping at the moment.  Members continued to feel that the only way forward would be to alert house owners to their responsibilities on re-letting a property.
b. Preston Park problems
Cllr. Taylor reported that while works were complete there appeared to be a lack of accountability for the shortfall in funding.
c. Durham Lane development
The Chairman reported that the plans seemed to be in outline to allow for the site to be prepared. Cllr. Taylor reported that he had received promises that the parishioners who would face onto the estate would receive some protection with a tree planted bund before the work commenced.
d. Laburnum Road lighting
The Chairman and Cllr. Taylor agreed to visit the relevant streets after the meeting.
e. Victoria Park and Railway Anniversary
Cllr. Taylor reported that the plaque was completed and ready for placing in the park as soon as the volunteer workers were available.
f. War Memorial
Cllr. Taylor reported that a test cleaning of a small area of the memorial, under guidance from CWGC, had been successful. Volunteers were ready to clean the remainder at a small cost and a local craftsman would renew the lettering free of charge.
